SECTION 1 - REPEAL OF ORDINANCES: Ordinance #2006-01, an Ordinance Providing for 
the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the Shelby/Pottawattamie County Urban 
Renewal Area Pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa is hereby repealed in its entirety.
