RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY ENGINEER TO CLOSE
SECONDARY ROADS FOR CONSTRUCTION AND/OR MAINTENANCE.

WHEREAS, Section 306.41 of the Code of lowa, 2002, provides that “The agency having
jurisdiction and control over any highway in the state, or the chief engineer of said agency
when delegated by such agency, may temporarily close sections of a highway by formal
resolution entered upon the minutes of such agency when reasonably necessary because of
construction, reconstruction, maintenance, or natural disaster and shall cause to be erected
ROAD CLOSED signs and partial or total barricades in the roadway at each end of the
closed highway section and on the closed highway where that highway is intersected by
other highways if such intersection remains open. Any numbered road closed over forty-
eight hours shall have a designated detour route. The agency having jurisdiction over a
section of highway closed in accordance with the provisions of this section, or the persons
or contractors employed to carry out the construction, reconstruction, or maintenance of
the closed section of highway, shall not be liable for any damages to any vehicle that enters
the closed section of highway or the contents of such vehicle or for any injuries to any
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person that enters the closed section of highway, unless the damages are caused by gross
negligence of the agency or contractor,”

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Pottawattamie County Board of
Supervisors in session this 3rd day of January, 2023, that the County Engineer be
authorized to close Pottawattamie County Secondary roads as necessary with the actual
dates of closure to be determined by the County Engineer as follows:

WHEREAS, only counties that have adopted a construction evaluation resolution and submitted
an adopted recommendation may contest the DNR’s decision regarding a specific application; and

WHEREAS, by adopting a construction evaluation resolution the Board of Supervisors agrees to
evaluate every construction permit application for a proposed confinement feeding operation
structure received by the Board of Supervisors between February 1, 2023, and January 31, 2024,
and submit an adopted recommendation regarding that application to the DNR; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors must conduct an evaluation of every construction permit
application using the master matrix as provided in lowa Code Section 459.305, but the Board’s
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recommendation to the DNR may be based on the final score on the master matrix or may be based
on reasons other than the final score on the master matrix:
