WHEREAS, the lowa Department of Transportation has adopted Administrative Rule 761 — Chapter 164,
which created the Traffic Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) to allow funding to be provided to local
jurisdictions for eligible traffic safety improvement projects; and,

WHEREAS, Pottawattamie County has determined that providing activated warning beacons for the
Volunteer Fire Departments will aid in improving the safety of the traveling public as well as the
volunteers responding to an emergency; and,

WHEREAS, activated beacons are recognized traffic control devices in the Manual of Uniform Traffic
Control Devices (MUTCD), 2009 edition; and,

WHEREAS, a traffic study conducted by FHU dated March 29, 2022 recommends activated beacons to
be installed on Hwy 92 and Cypress Avenue to warn traffic to provide for a safer and faster emergency
response of the Lewis Township Fire and Rescue; and,

WHEREAS, the Volunteer Fire Departments in Crescent, Minden, Neola, Oakland, Treynor, Underwood
and Walnut also have a desire for the activated warning beacons; and,

WHEREAS, the Pottawattamie County Engineer recommends TSIP applications be submitted to the
Iowa Department of Transportation for safety funding of the above mentioned traffic control devices.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Pottawattamie County Board of Supervisors,

1. Supports the applications to the lowa Department of Transportation Traffic Safety Improvement
Program.

2. Certifies that Pottawattamie County will provide continuous maintenance to these activated
warning signs.

3. Authorizes the Board of Supervisors Chairperson to sign the applications and supporting
documents in relation to the TSIP funding.

This Telecommunications Easement (this "Easement") is dated effective as of , 20
and is between the Grantor identified above and the Grantee identified above, together with Grantee’s lessees,
licensees, successors and assigns.

WHEREAS, Grantor is the owner of certain real estate legally described on Exhibit A attached hereto (the
"Easement Premises");

WHEREAS, Grantee is a provider of local telecommunications and high-speed broadband service in the state
of Iowa; and

WHEREAS Grantor wishes to grant, and Grantee wishes to accept and hold, an easement under, across, upon
and through the Easement Premises.

NOW THEREFORE, for one dollar ($1.00) and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Grant of Easement. The undersigned Grantor (whether one or more), hereby grant and convey to
Grantee, a permanent and perpetual easement over the Easement Premises (the "Easement"), for the purpose of
surveying, constructing, locating, inspecting, installing, repairing, enlarging, altering, maintaining, replacing and
removing a telecommunications equipment hut (the “Equipment Shelter”) together with fiber optic or other
telecommunications cable and other voice, video and data communications facilities and equipment, together with
necessary electronics and other accessories (collectively, the “Facilities”, the Equipment Shelter and the Facilities
collectively, the “Improvements”)), under, across, upon and through the Easement Premises.

2. Right of Access. Grantee shall have all rights of ingress and egress to the Easement Premises
reasonably necessary for the use and enjoyment of the Easement as contemplated herein, including but not limited to

the right to remove any obstructions or structures subsequently placed or erected on the Easement Premises (but not
existing buildings or structures) and interfering with Grantee's use and enjoyment of the Easement. Grantee shall have
the right to place on the surface of the Easement the Improvements together with manholes, pedestals, connector
terminals, repeaters, testing terminals, and other route markers for the safe and efficient use and enjoyment of the
Easement. Grantee may temporarily use additional workspace adjacent to the Easement, at certain locations where
needed during construction, maintenance and removal of its Facilities.

3. Improvements by Grantee.
A. Alterations, Improvements, and Changes Permitted. Grantee shall have the right, at its

expense, to make such alterations, improvements, and changes to the Easement Premises from time to time, including,
without limitation, the right to construct, alter, maintain, and repair the Improvements. Grantor shall reasonably
cooperate with Grantee, at no out-of-pocket expense to Grantor, in complying with or obtaining any land use permits
and approvals, building permits or any other approvals (collectively the “Approvals™) required for the financing,
construction, installation, monitoring, maintenance, or operation of any such Improvements, including execution, if
necessary, of applications for such Approvals, and including participating in any appeals or regulatory proceedings
respecting the Improvements. Any Improvements constructed on the Easement Premises by Grantee shall be
constructed in a good and workmanlike manner and in accordance with all applicable governmental statutes,
ordinances, laws, and regulations.

B. Repairs and Maintenance. Grantee shall, throughout the term of this Easement, be
responsible for arranging for the maintenance and upkeep of the Easement Premises, including any Improvements of
every kind that may be located on the Easement Premises, such that the Easement Premises remains in reasonably
good condition and repair. Notwithstanding the above, Grantor shall be responsible for the general care and
maintenance (including snow removal and mowing) for any areas providing common access to the Easement Premises
and Grantor’s property.

C. Temporary Storage. Temporary outdoor storage of equipment and materials shall be
permitted within the Easement Premises from time to time, provided (1) such equipment and materials are limited to
those used in connection with construction or operation of the Improvements and (2) the period of outdoor storage is
limited to such time as reasonably necessary for such construction and operation.

4, Real Estate Taxes.

A. Tax Assessments for Improvements by Grantee. Grantee shall request the Pottawattamie
County Assessor to list and assess the Improvements by Grantee as buildings or improvements erected by any person
or entity other than the owner of the land, in accordance with Iowa Code §428.4(3). Grantee shall further request to
have a separate tax statement issued directly to Grantee for said Improvements by Grantee.

B. Taxes on the Improvements by Grantee. Grantee shall pay all the Real Estate Taxes levied
on the Improvements by Grantee directly to the taxing authority before the taxes become delinquent. Failure to timely
pay the Real Estate Taxes shall be deemed a material breech of this agreement, entitling Grantor to any and all
available legal remedies, including but not limited to termination of the Easement.

C. Contesting Taxes. Grantee shall retain the right to contest the validity or amount of the
assessed valuation of the Improvements by Grantee on the Easement Premises and corresponding tax assessments. .

5. No Interference. Grantor will not and will not permit others to make any use of the Easement
Premises that would in any way interfere with Grantee's rights under this Easement, which shall include Grantee’s
rights of exclusive access to and use of Improvements constructed on the Easement Premises. Grantor reserves the
right to use the real property within the Easement, provided that such use will not interfere with or obstruct Grantee's
operations or activities, or create any actual or potential hazard to the Improvements actually constructed on or
installed in the Easement. Notwithstanding the preceding, Grantor is not responsible for any accidental damage to the
Improvements not resulting from Grantor’s or its employees’ or agents’ negligent or more culpable actions or
omissions.



6. Easement Runs with the Land. The Easement shall be deemed to run with the land, and all of the
covenants, promises, agreements, representations and warranties of the Easement by or on behalf of Grantor or Grantee
shall bind and inure to the benefit of Grantor, Grantee and their respective successors and assigns.

7. Consideration. The consideration herein stated shall be the full consideration due Grantor from
Grantee for all of Grantee's initial construction and future operations and activities within the Easement, provided that
Grantee shall pay to Grantor or Grantor's tenants, as their respective interests may appear, for any actual damages to
growing crops, trees, shrubbery, livestock, fences or existing buildings or structures, caused by the operations or
activities of Grantee, whether in connection with the initial construction of the Improvements or future operations or
activities of Grantee.

8. Warranties of Title. Grantor hereby represents and warrants to Grantee that Grantor holds the
Easement Premises by title in fee simple and that Grantor has good and lawful authority to convey the Easement as
contemplated herein. Grantor will defend and warrant title to the Easement Premises consistent with the preceding.

9. Further Assurances. Each of the parties hereto agrees to take or cause to be taken further actions,
to sign and deliver or cause to be signed and delivered such further instruments and documents and to use its best
efforts to obtain such requisite consent as any other party may from time to time reasonably request in order to fully
effectuate the purposes, terms and conditions of the Easement.
