WHEREAS, Section 306.41 of the Code of lowa, 2002, provides that “The agency having
jurisdiction and control over any highway in the state, or the chief engineer of said agency
when delegated by such agency, may temporarily close sections of a highway by formal
resolution entered upon the minutes of such agency when reasonably necessary because of
construction, reconstruction, maintenance, or natural disaster and shall cause to be erected
ROAD CLOSED signs and partial or total barricades in the roadway at each end of the
closed highway section and on the closed highway where that highway is intersected by
other highways if such intersection remains open. Any numbered road closed over forty-
eight hours shall have a designated detour route. The agency having jurisdiction over a
section of highway closed in accordance with the provisions of this section, or the persons
or contractors employed to carry out the construction, reconstruction, or maintenance of
the closed section of highway, shall not be liable for any damages to any vehicle that enters
the closed section of highway or the contents of such vehicle or for any injuries to any
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person that enters the closed section of highway, unless the damages are caused by gross
negligence of the agency or contractor,”

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors must conduct an evaluation of every construction permit
application using the master matrix as provided in lowa Code Section 459.305, but the Board’s
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recommendation to the DNR may be based on the final score on the master matrix or may be based
on reasons other than the final score on the master matrix:

County of Pottawattamie - PROCUREMENT POLICY Addendum

PURPOSE

This procurement policy is an addendum to the County of Pottawattamie Procurement Policy
adopted on March 16, 2009. The purpose of this procurement policy addendum is to ensure that
sound business judgement is utilized in all procurement transactions and that supplies,
equipment, construction and services are obtained efficiently and economically and in
compliance with applicable federal and state law and executive orders and to ensure that all
procurement transactions will be conducted in a manner that provides full and open competition.
These procedures will ensure that all solicitations incorporate clear and accurate descriptions
of the technical requirements for the goods or services being procured. Chapter 26 and
Section 331.341 of the lowa Code will be followed on all applicable purchases. All other
appropriate sections of the lowa Code shall also apply.

APPLICATION
This procurement policy addendum only applies to the procurement of all supplies, equipment,
and construction and services of and for the County of Pottawattamie that include any federal
program funding. The Procurement Policy adopted on March 16, 2009 is still effective but
applies exclusively to non-federal funding. In regards to any such federal programs, all
procurement will be done in accordance with 2 CFR; Part 200. Chapter 26 and Section 331.341
of the lowa Code will be followed on all applicable purchases. All other appropriate
sections of the lowa Code shall also apply. For the purposes of this procurement policy
addendum, when federal requirements conflict with local or state requirements, the federal
requirement, or most restrictive requirement will be followed.

POLICY

METHODS OF PROCUREMENT

Procurement under grants shall be made by one of the following methods, as described herein:
(a) small purchase procedures; (b) sealed bids (formal advertising); (c) competitive

proposals; (d) noncompetitive proposals.

A. Micro-Purchase Procedures

i. The acquisition of supplies or serves, the aggregate dollar amount of which
does not exceed the micro-purchase threshold - $10,000 (200.67).

xi. Must have written method for conducting technical evaluations of the proposals
received and for selection of the contract.

E. Noncompetitive Proposals 200.320(:f)

No officer, employee, or agent of the County of Pottawattamie shall
participate in the selection, award, or administration of a contract supported
by federal grant funds, if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be
involved. Such a conflict would arise when:

The employee, officer, or agent; Any member of his/her immediate family;
His/her partner; or An organization which employs, or is about to employ
any of the above has a financial or other interest in the firm selected for
award.

The County of Pottawattamie officers, employees, or agents shall neither
solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or anything of monetary value from
contractors, potential contractors, or subcontractors.

To the extent permitted by federal, state, or local law or regulations,
violation of these standards may cause penalties, sanctions, or other
disciplinary actions to be taken against the County of Pottawattamie’s
officers, employees, or agents.

WHEREAS, the Governmental Accounting Standards Board GASB Statement No. 87,
"Leases", GASB Statement N0.87 requires a lessee to recognize a lease liability and
an intangible right-to-use lease asset.

WHEREAS, for counties reporting on the accrual basis of accounting, the cumulative
effect, if any, may require a restatement of beginning net position, fund balance, or fund
net position (as applicable). This means leases in existence on June 30, 2021 will
need to be reported as the beginning balance (July 1, 2021) for leases of FY2022.

WHEREAS, a right-to-use lease asset is an intangible capital asset. The asset
represents the right to use an underlying asset identified in a lease contract, as specified
for a period of time. The County will recognize the intangible right-to-use lease asset
when:

(a) The contract conveys control of the right to use another entity's nonfinancial
asset (the underlying asset) as specified in the contract for a period of time in an
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exchange or exchange-like transaction. (GASB 87, paragraph 4)

(b) The minimum noncancelable contract term is greater than twelve months.

(c) The contract does not transfer ownership of the underlying asset.

(d) The underlying asset is used to conduct county business. (This will not apply to
custodial funds.)

The following leases are not GASB 87 leases and are excluded from this policy:
(GASB 87, paragraph 8)

(a) Leases of intangible assets, including rights to explore for or to exploit natural
resources such as oil, gas, and minerals and similar nonregenerative resources;
licensing contracts for items such as motion picture films, video recordings,
plays, manuscripts, patents and copyrights; and licensing contracts for computer
software.

(b) Leases of biological assets, including timber, living plants, and living animals.

(c) Leases of inventory.

(d) Contracts that meet the definition of a service concession arrangements (as
specified in GASB 60, paragraph 4).

(e) Leases of assets financed with outstanding conduit debt, unless both the
underlying asset and the conduit debt are reported by the lessor.

(f) Supply contracts, such as power purchase agreements.

THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED the Pottawattamie County right-to-use
lease asset capitalization threshold policy has been recommended. The policy should be
approved by the Board of Supervisors. The threshold is to be consistently applied by all
departments and offices of the County for financial reporting purposes and should
overall capture most right-to-use lease contracts. All right-to-use lease assets at or
above $50,000.00 must be reported.

As a general rule, the threshold should be applied to individual lease contracts.

Right-to-use lease asset classifications:

The lessee is required to disclose the amount of lease assets (and the related

amortization) by major classes of underlying assets, separately from other capital assets.
(GASB 87, paragraph 37)

At a minimum, the following major classes of underlying lease assets will be disclosed
by the County.

* Right-to-use leased land.

* Right-to-use leased buildings.

* Right-to-use leased equipment.

* Right-to-use leased improvements other than buildings.

Measurement and _amortization:

Measurement: A lessee should initially measure the lease asset as the sum of the
following: (GASB 87, paragraph 30)

(@ The amount of the initial measurement of the lease right-to-use asset. (A lessee
should measure the lease liability and right-to-use asset at the present value of
payments expected to be made during the lease term. (GASB 87, paragraph 21))
(For the year of implementation, the lease liability and right-to-use asset should
be measured as of July 1, 2021.)

(b) Lease payments made to the lessor at or before the commencement of the lease
term, less any lease incentives received from the lessor at or before the
commencement of the lease term.

(c) Initial direct costs that are ancillary charges necessary to place the lease asset
into service.

Amortization: A lease asset should be amortized using the straight-line method over the
shorter of the lease term or the useful life of the underlying asset (except if the lessee is
reasonably certain a purchase option will be exercised). The amortization of the lease
asset should be reported as amortization expense. (GASB 87, paragraph 31).

At a minimum, amortization should be calculated on a monthly basis.

WHEREAS, a certain economic development forgivable loan agreement (the “Agreement”)
between Pottawattamie County, lowa (the “County”) and Robert J. Mings (the “Developer”) has been
prepared pursuant to which the Developer would undertake the construction of street improvements (the
“Street Improvements Project”) necessary for the development of the Stoneybrook East Phase 1 residential
subdivision (the “Stoneybrook East Phase 1 Project”); and

WHEREAS, under the Agreement, the County would provide an economic development
forgivable loan (the “Forgivable Loan”) to the Developer in a total amount not exceeding $420,000 in order
to pay a portion of the costs of the Street Improvements Project; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa (“Chapter 15A”) declares that economic
development is a public purpose for which a county may provide grants, loans, guarantees and other
financial assistance to or for the benefit of private persons; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A requires that before public funds are used for grants, loans or other
financial assistance, a board of supervisors must determine that a public purpose will reasonably be
accomplished by the spending or use of those funds; and
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WHEREAS, Chapter 15A requires that, in determining whether funds should be spent, a board of
supervisors must consider any or all of a series of factors;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Pottawattamie County,
lowa, as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to the factors listed in Chapter 15A, the Board of Supervisors hereby finds
that:

(@) The Street Improvements Project and the Stoneybrook East Phase 1 Project will add diversity and
generate new opportunities for the Pottawattamie County and lowa economies; and

(b) The Street Improvements Project and the Stoneybrook East Phase 1 Project will generate public gains
and benefits, particularly in the creation of new jobs and housing opportunities, which are warranted in
comparison to the amount of the proposed Forgivable Loan.

Section 2. The Board of Supervisors further finds that a public purpose will reasonably be
accomplished by entering into the Agreement and funding the Forgivable Loan to the Developer.

Section 3. The Forgivable Loan in an amount not to exceed $420,000 is hereby approved subject
to the terms and conditions set out in the Agreement to be entered into by the Developer and the County.
The Chairperson and the County Auditor, or their designees, with advice from bond counsel to the County,
are hereby authorized and directed to prepare any additional documentation and to make such changes to
the Agreement as are deemed necessary to carry out the purposes of this Resolution. The Chairperson and
the County Auditor are hereby authorized to execute such documents as may be necessary to implement
the Forgivable Loan approved herein, including the Agreement, in substantially the form as has been
presented to this Board of Supervisors.

AN ORDINANCE to amend the following Chapter 8, Pottawattamie County, lowa Zoning Ordinance:

o Repeal a definition for AGRICULTURE: The use of land for agricultural purposes including
farming, dairying, pasturage, agriculture, apiculture, horticulture, floriculture, viticulture, aquatic
farming, and animal and poultry husbandry, and the necessary accessory uses for packing,
treating, or storing the produce; provided, however, that the operation of such accessory use shall
be secondary to that of normal agricultural activities. If the tract of land is less than thirty-five
(35) acres, it shall be presumed that the tract is not primarily used for agricultural purposes. and
replace with a definition for AGRICULTURE: The use of land for agricultural purposes
including farming, dairying, pasturage, agriculture, apiculture, horticulture, floriculture,
viticulture, aquatic farming, and animal and poultry husbandry, and the necessary accessory uses
for packing, treating, or storing the produce; provided, however, that the operation of such
accessory use shall be secondary to that of normal agricultural activities.

o Add a definition for AGRICULTURAL EXPERIENCES: Any agriculture-related activity, as
a secondary use in conjunction with agricultural production, on a farm which activity is open to
the public with the intended purpose of promoting or educating the public about agriculture,
agricultural practices, agricultural activities, or agricultural products.

o Repeal Section 8.001.050 AGRICULTURAL USES EXEMPT: In accordance with the
provisions of Chapter 335, Code of lowa, as amended, no regulations or restrictions adopted
under the provisions of this Ordinance shall be construed to apply to land, farm houses, farm
barns, farm outbuildings, or other buildings or structures which are primarily adapted, by reason
of nature and area, for use for agricultural purposes. WHILE SO USED; provided, however,
that such regulations or ordinances which relate to any structure, building, dam, obstruction,
deposits or excavation in or on the flood plains of any river or stream shall apply thereto.

.01 No Building Permit or Certificate of Occupancy shall be required for the use of land for
agricultural purposes or the construction or use of buildings or structures incidental to the
use for agricultural purposes of the land on which such buildings or structures are located.
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.02 If atract of land is less than thirty-five (35) acres, it shall be presumed that the tract is not
primarily used for agricultural purposes.

.03 Itshall be the responsibility of any person or group claiming that certain property is entitled
to exemption on the basis of this section to demonstrate that the property is used for
agricultural purposes.

and replace with Section 8.001.050 AGRICULTURAL USES EXEMPT: In accordance with the
provisions of Chapter 335, Code of lowa, as amended, no regulations or restrictions adopted
under the provisions of this Ordinance shall be construed to apply to land, farm houses, farm
barns, farm outbuildings, or other buildings or structures which are primarily adapted, by reason
of nature and area, for use for agricultural purposes. WHILE SO USED; provided, however, that
such regulations or ordinances which relate to any structure, building, dam, obstruction, deposits
or excavation in or on the flood plains of any river or stream shall apply thereto.

.01 No Building Permit or Certificate of Occupancy shall be required for the use of land for
agricultural purposes or the construction or use of buildings or structures incidental to the
use for agricultural purposes of the land on which such buildings or structures are
located.

.02 Land enrolled in a soil or water conservation program shall be considered land primarily
adapted for use for agricultural purposes.

.03 It shall be the responsibility of any person or group claiming that certain property is
entitled to exemption on the basis of this section to demonstrate that the property is used
for agricultural purposes.

.04 The factors which may be considered when determining whether land or structures are
primarily used for agricultural purposes include, but are not limited to: the number of
acres used for agricultural activities, the nature of those activities, the financial input by
the owner or occupant, the role of the occupant in the agricultural activities, the time
spent engaged in these activities, and the income derived from agricultural activities.

.05 No conditional use permit, special use permit, special exception, or variance shall be
required for agricultural experiences on property of which the primary use is agricultural
production.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF POTTAWATTAMIE COUNTY, IOWA

SECTION 1 - AMENDMENTS: That the Pottawattamie County, lowa, Code, be and the same is hereby
amended by repealing a definition for AGRICULTURE and replacing it thereto with the following new
definition, to be codified as Section 8.002.020 A .030, definition of AGRICULTURE:

8.002.020 A

.030 The use of land for agricultural purposes including farming, dairying, pasturage, agriculture,
apiculture, horticulture, floriculture, viticulture, aquatic farming, and animal and poultry
husbandry, and the necessary accessory uses for packing, treating, or storing the produce;
provided, however, that the operation of such accessory use shall be secondary to that of normal
agricultural activities.

SECTION 2 - AMENDMENTS: That the Pottawattamie County, lowa, Code, be and the same is hereby
amended by adding a NEW definition for AGRICULTURAL EXPERIENCES, to be codified as Section
8.002.020 A .035, definition of AGRICULTURAL EXPERIENCES:

8.002.020 A
.035 AGRICULTURAL EXPERIENCES: Any agriculture-related activity, as
a secondary use in conjunction with agricultural production, on a farm which
activity is open to the public with the intended purpose of promoting or educating
the public about agriculture, agricultural practices, agricultural activities, or
agricultural products.

SECTION 3a - REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES: That Section 8.001.050
AGRICULTURAL USES EXEMPT is hereby repealed in its entirety. Furthermore, all other ordinances
in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent necessary to give this
Ordinance full force and effect.
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SECTION 3b - AMENDMENTS: That the Pottawattamie County, lowa, Code, be and the same is hereby
amended by adding thereto the following new Section, to be codified as Section 8.001.050, as follows:

8.001.050 AGRICUTURAL USES EXEMPT

In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 335, Code of lowa, as amended, no regulations or
restrictions adopted under the provisions of this Ordinance shall be construed to apply to land,
farm houses, farm barns, farm outbuildings, or other buildings or structures which are primarily
adapted, by reason of nature and area, for use for agricultural purposes. WHILE SO USED;
provided, however, that such regulations or ordinances which relate to any structure, building,
dam, obstruction, deposits or excavation in or on the flood plains of any river or stream shall
apply thereto.

.01 No Building Permit or Certificate of Occupancy shall be required for the use of land for
agricultural purposes or the construction or use of buildings or structures incidental to the
use for agricultural purposes of the land on which such buildings or structures are
located.

.02 Land enrolled in a soil or water conservation program shall be considered land primarily
adapted for use for agricultural purposes.

.03 It shall be the responsibility of any person or group claiming that certain property is
entitled to exemption on the basis of this section to demonstrate that the property is used
for agricultural purposes.

.04 The factors which may be considered when determining whether land or structures are
primarily used for agricultural purposes include, but are not limited to: the number of
acres used for agricultural activities, the nature of those activities, the financial input by
the owner or occupant, the role of the occupant in the agricultural activities, the time
spent engaged in these activities, and the income derived from agricultural activities.

.05 No conditional use permit, special use permit, special exception, or variance shall be
required for agricultural experiences on property of which the primary use is agricultural
production.

SECTION 4 - SEVERABILITY: That should any section or provision of this Ordinance be declared by
a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, that decision shall not effect that validity of the Ordinance
as a whole or any part thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

SECTION 5 - EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.
