events of tornadic activity; and 

 

WHEREAS, as a result of this extreme event, tornado damage occurred in the unincorporated areas of the 

County; and 

 

WHEREAS, said tornadic activity has damaged several structures in the unincorporated area of the County; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, Pottawattamie County has enacted a Zoning Ordinance, Building Code, Septic Regulations, 

Well Regulations and Floodplain Management Ordinance, all of which require that permits be obtained 

prior to commencing construction or reconstruction; and 

 

WHEREAS, Chapter 1.50 of the County Code establishes filing fees for permits required by said 

Ordinances; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors feels it is in the best interest of the County and those property owners 

affected, that the filing fees for these permits to be temporarily waived. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Pottawattamie County, Iowa, Board of 

Supervisors, that the filing fees for Zoning Permits, Building Permits, Septic Permits, Well Permits, 

Floodplain Development Permits shall be waived in the following situations and subject to the following 

conditions: 

 

1. The property is located in the tornadic activity damaged areas of the unincorporated area of 

Pottawattamie County, Iowa. 

2. The structural repairs are necessary to repair tornadic activity damage occurring during the 

April 26th, 2024 tornadic event. 

3. That any structural repairs or construction not tornado damage related shall be subject to the 

required filing fees. 

4. That the waiving of filing fees does not waive any other requirements of Pottawattamie County, 

Iowa, Code sections.

The drop-off is open to all property owners in the county who experienced damage from the recent weather events. Pottawattamie 
County Secondary Roads employees will be on-site with equipment to assist in the process. Once operation of the drop-off location 
is complete, Pottawattamie County Conservation will burn the debris.

RESOLUTION NO.  39-2024 

 
 
WHEREAS, on April 26th, 2024, several locations in Pottawattamie County, Iowa, experienced extreme 
events of tornadic activity; and 
 
WHEREAS, as a result of this extreme event, tornado damage occurred in the unincorporated areas of the 
County; and 
 
WHEREAS, said tornadic activity has damaged several structures in the unincorporated area of the County; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, Pottawattamie County has enacted a Zoning Ordinance that defines Recreational Vehicle as 
a vehicular type camping unit primarily designed as temporary living quarters for recreational, camping, or 
travel use, which either has its own motive power or is mounted on or drawn by another vehicle. Temporary 
occupancy shall be considered no more than two (2) weeks when the recreational vehicle is not located in 
a commercial campground and recreational vehicle park. The basic entities are: travel trailer, camping or 
tent trailer, truck camper, and motor home or coach. and  
 
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors feels it is in the best interest of the County and those property owners 
affected, that the temporary occupancy requirement be waived by special use permit. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Pottawattamie County, Iowa, Board of 
Supervisors, that shall be waived in the following situations and subject to the following conditions: 
 
1. The property is located in the tornadic activity damaged areas of the unincorporated area of 

Pottawattamie County, Iowa. 
2. The structural repairs are necessary to repair tornadic activity damage occurring during the April 

26th, 2024 tornadic event. 
3. That any property owner wanting to use a Recreational Vehicle as temporary housing on their 

property while repairs and or replacement is happening apply for a special use permit with the 
Pottawattamie County Planning Department. 

4. That the waiving of temporary occupancy does not waive any other requirements of Pottawattamie 
County, Iowa, Code sections.

Policy: 

It is the policy of Potawatamie County to ensure proper administra�on of leave benefits to Depu�es of 
Elected Officials including new depu�es, as well as a smooth transi�on for employees who change 
employment status from a regular posi�on to a deputy posi�on within the offices of the County 
Atorney, Sheriff, Auditor, Recorder, and Treasurer. This policy outlines the procedures for new sick leave 
accruals, payout of accrued vaca�on/comp �me, tracking of leave, and re-accrual of vaca�on/comp �me, 
if applicable, upon such a status change. 

Procedures: 

1. New Deputy Accruals 
• Individuals who are new to Potawatamie County and their Deputy appointment will 

accrue sick leave in accordance with Policy 603 in the Employee Handbook.  
• Individuals who are new to Potawatamie County and their Deputy appointment will 

not accrue vaca�on or comp �me.  

2. Vaca�on/Comp Payout Upon Status Change: 

• Employees transi�oning from regular employment status to deputy status will have their 
accrued vaca�on and/or comp �me paid out at the pay rate immediately prior to their 
promo�on to deputy status. 

• The payout will be calculated based on the employee's accrued vaca�on and/or comp 
�me balance and their pay rate at the �me of transi�on. 

3. Vaca�on/Comp and Personal Time for Depu�es: 

• Once sworn in as a deputy, the elected official overseeing the deputy posi�on will 
monitor or track leave as deemed necessary and appropriate for the deputy. 

• Depu�es will not accrue paid vaca�on �me or comp �me during their tenure as a 
deputy. 

4. Transi�on from Deputy Back to Regular Status: 

• These employees will once again begin to accrue paid vaca�on �me according to the 
accrual rates applicable to regular employees and the corresponding years of service, in 
accordance with Policy 402 in the Employee Handbook, and comp �me as applicable. 



5. Sick Time Accrual and Payout: 

• Sick �me will con�nue to accrue and be u�lized, for depu�es in the same manner as for 
regular employees, without interrup�on in accordance with Policy 603 in the Employee 
Handbook. 

• The payout of accrued sick �me, if applicable, will be handled in accordance with the 
policies outlined in the employee handbook. 

6.  Responsibili�es: 
 

• Elected Officials: They are tasked with overseeing the management and documenta�on 
of leave for depu�es in their departments, ensuring compliance with this policy.  
 

• Payroll/Benefits Division & Human Resources: These teams collaborate to guarantee the 
precise calcula�on and distribu�on of vaca�on and compensatory �me balances for staff 
moving into deputy roles. Addi�onally, they manage the alloca�on and administra�on of 
vaca�on and compensatory �me for individuals rever�ng to regular roles from deputy 
posi�ons. 
 

• Employees Undergoing Status Changes: Individuals transi�oning either to a deputy role 
or returning to a regular posi�on must familiarize themselves with how these changes 
affect their accrual and payout of vaca�on, compensatory, and sick leave. They are 
encouraged to reach out to the Human Resources Department for any queries or 
clarifica�ons needed.   

 

This policy aims to provide clear and equitable guidelines on leave accruals and payouts for depu�es 
serving under elected officials. This includes provisions for both newly appointed depu�es and 
employees experiencing a change in status from regular to deputy posi�ons within Potawatamie 
County. The goal is to ensure a suppor�ve transi�on for employees as they navigate changes in their 
professional roles within county government.
